If you cannot attend a rally, please give two weeks notice. If you do not give two weeks notice, you will not normally get your money back. If the weather is bad, please telephone the organiser to confirm that the event is still taking place. 
For mounted rallies you should wear a white shirt and tie with hacking jacket or Woodland sweatshirt, or Woodland polo shirt with sweatshirt, beige jodhpurs, hairnet, hat with black or navy cover which must be PAS 015 or BS(EN) 1384:1997, or EN1384:1996, each of which must carry the BSA kitemark; or the Snell E2001 with official label and number; or the AS/NZS 3838 1998 or AS/NZS 3838 2003 with red Australian standard label. Body protectors & medical armbands are compulsory for cross-country rallies. Spurs may only be worn by members who have passed their B test or have written permission from the DC. Jewellery other than a wristwatch is not allowed. Earrings must be removed, not taped over; this is a condition of your insurance. For stable management rallies, hats and riding boots are essential. Please wear a Woodland sweatshirt. Tack need not be new but must fit your pony, and be in good clean safe condition. If you are not sure whether something fits properly, is safe or is suitable, please ask your instructor. Plain tack please – no bling! Numnahs should be plain black, brown, white, cream , navy or  our own Woodland Hunt logo’d saddlecloth.
Standards for working rallies

Members start at D standard and the D test can be take at any age; they progress through D+, C, C+, B to B+ standard. Tests must be taken in order and a Riding and Road Safety Test must be taken between D+ and C tests.
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
