
 
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

 
1. The Mini One Day Event will be judged according to Pony Club Horse Trials Rules 2010.  

 The Combined Training will be judged according to Pony Club rules for Combined Training 
2010. To be found in the back of Pony Club Rules:  2010 for Show Jumping & Dressage. 

                (Available on line from www.pcuk.org) 

The following adaptations are the only exceptions:  

a. After 3 refusals in the jumping phases of both classes, competitors may go on 
to the next fence. There will be 30 penalties for the 3rd refusal. 

b. In the Mini Open (Class 2) Dressage, after a fourth error of course, all 
subsequent errors will be marked as 8 penalties, NOT elimination. 

 

 2. The Judges' decision is final

 3. Closing date Wednesday 25 th August 2010  

All entries from non Vine members to be authenticated by the Branch D.C. or Branch Secretary. 

  

4. Entry Fees: Both Classes 1 & 2:  £30 00 per Pony. 
                          2 or 3 entrants from same  family £55 or £80 00 respectively. 
 

                            Entries for Class 4 : £ 18 00 per Pony  
                            2 or 3 entrants from th e same family: £30 00 or £45 00 respectively. 
 
5. Withdrawals  will be refunded only on production of either a Vet's or Doctor's certificate within 
14 days of the event date, or notification in writing received by the organisers BEFORE 
Wednesday 25th August. 

6. RESULTS: The final results will be posted as soon as possible after the class has finished. 
Prize giving will be 15 minutes later. Please make every effort to stay for prize giving and be 
correctly dressed. If you are unable to do so and require dressage sheets or rosettes to be sent, 
you must leave your address and £3 at the Secretary's tent. 

7. No claim can be entertained by the organisers for any loss, injury or damage, accident or 
illness to horses, riders, spectators or any other person or property whatsoever in connection 
with or arising from these trials, whether or not the said injury, loss or damage is caused by the 
negligence of the organisers, their servants or agents. 

8. HEALTH AND SAFETY: The organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to 
ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective, everyone 
must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey 
the instructions of the organisers and all the officials and stewards.

Class 3 Dressage:    D level 1 Dressage Test 
 

              Show Jumping:  Approximately 1’3” max.

Off the lead rein – riders may have 1 adult in the arena to support/encourage 
during each phase. (No leading) 

The test focuses on the effectiveness and influence of the rider, rather than the 
way of going of the horse, so is well suited to younger children and smaller 
ponies.  
Competitors ride the dressage test and the judge marks the rider using the Rider 
Test Score Sheet 

Rosettes to 6th  Place 
Medal to the winner. 

Shield to best Vine Pony Club member.
