
Conditions of Entry 
 

1. The event will be run under Pony Club Eventing Rules 20010. These 
rules apply to members as well as non members. 

2. Hats must comply with the 2010 Pony Club Rules and must be tagged. 
Fixed peaks are not allowed for Cross Country. 

3. Body protectors and medical armbands must be worn for cross 
country. Those who choose to wear a Woof Wear Body cage must 
lodge the key with the Secretary when collecting their number 

4. No horse / pony may compete in more than one class. 
5. The judge’s decision is final. In the event of a dispute or objection arising, 

an objection in writing, together with £10, must be lodged with the 
secretary within 30 minutes of the incident.  

6. Entry fees are non returnable unless withdrawn prior to the closing date 
of entries. 

7. Ages are taken on 01.01.10 
8. There is no height limit for horses or ponies in any class. 
9. The organiser of this event has taken reasonable precautions to ensure 

the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be 
effective, everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and 
prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the 
organiser and all officials and stewards. 

10. All dogs must be on short leads, including when walking the course. 
11. A rider who has over 24 show jumping penalties may be allowed to 

compete Cross Country at the organiser's discretion. A rider eliminated in 
the cross country phase must retire immediately and return at a walk with 
the exception of Riders in class 1 who have 3 refusals at an obstacle who
