About a dozen Woodlanders recently
watched Sam Austin demonstrate how to
load a difficult horse. He began by point-
ing out that it is actually amazing that
horses will load and travel at all. Why
would they want to leave their friends to
climb a ramp into an enclosed dark space,
and then be jolted about travelling? Using
Mandy's mare, Shelley (who behaved
beautifully, walking over a tarpaulin as if
she did it every day) as a guinea pig, Sam
then showed how, by looking at things
from the horse's point of view and using
common sense and patience, the most
'difficult' horse can be persuaded to
load.

It's the start of a new eventing season and as usual we'd like to
enter at least one Woodland team for the SOHS PC One Day
Event at Hambledon on Sunday 6 May.

There are going to be two classes this year, so it would be good to
get more of you involved. One class will be run over the BE Nov-
ice course (1.10m to 1.15m) and the other over the BE Pre-novice
course (1.00m to 1.05m).

If you want to be considered for the senior teams, then you must
be competing at these sorts of heights on a regular basis and your
horse must be fit! We have a lot of fun: our picnics are a veritable
feast, and we've even started being competitive! We don't organ-
ise much training per se, on the basis that we already have dres-
sage and show jumping training, and if you're competing most
weekends then you don't want to overdo the cross country.

PC eventing rules change

There are some changes to PC eventing this year which you
need to be aware of, especially if you are under 16 years of
age. These are summarised below; further details are available
on the PC website, www.pcuk.org.

Eventing levels

In 2006, grading of the levels of pony club eventing was intro-
duced with the aim of standardising levels nationwide and ena-
bling pony club cross-country courses to be comparable with
British Eventing courses. A full breakdown of the levels can be
downloaded from the PC website.

It is hoped that organisers of aff branch events in 2007 will
state the level of each class on their schedule. This will help
those competitors wishing to fast track through the BE system
by using their competitor record cards.

Competitor cards now available

As from January 2007, all new British Eventing riders under
16 will have to go through a qualification system to progress
beyond intro level. Accreditation will cease and riders will
have to progress through the levels. For more information,
please see the British Eventing website,
www.britisheventing.com.

To help pony club members fast track through this system, a
pony club competitors® record card has been produced. This
will record performance at pony club competitions, and aid
entry to JRN classes and FEI pony trials. We suggest that all
members wishing to start BE competition purchase one of
these cards and start recording their results as soon as possible.

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Prix Caprilli is fun, exciting, and exotic, with a dash of Italian froth. Do you want to be sophisticated and cool, while
improving your riding with some of south Oxfordshire’s brightest young trainers? If so, Prix Caprilli is for you, and
just think how cool the sweatshirt will be!

Prix Caprilli is named after Captain Frederico Caprilli, an Italian equestrian. He revolutionised the jumping, or for-
ward, seat by studying horses jumping free, and went on to develop a theory on the rider's position over a jump, so
the horse's natural movement and mouth would not be interfered with. Itis a test of the rider’s ability, not the
pony’s, involving dressage and jumping. The jumps are appox. 2 feet and the dressage section involves walk, ris-
ing and sitting trot, and canter.

The aim of the Prix Caprilli squad is to have fun and improve your riding, and also a team gets selected to compete
in the areas at Addington on 7 August.
